New Church Development Team

A core of leaders within Washington Presbytery is seeking to extend a creative bridge from
the abiding roots of one of our oldest congregations to the emerging generations and dis-
churched adults within our bounds. The new Peters Creek Presbyterian Church (PCUSA) is ex-
perimenting with fresh styles of worship and fellowship and is enlisting the support of surrounding
churches. This congregation, the core of which is the faithful remnant of a schism, has found a
kind of liberation having been excluded from our former church building. Having no historical
bricks and motor, we have found ourselves thinking about ministry in new ways. The mortar that
binds us now is our deep love for each other in and through Jesus Christ.

We have had to ask other Presbyterians for help and have received in abundance. We
have had to find less formal ways to worship and have rediscovered warmth. We have rented
space in a schoolroom. We have found ourselves surrounded by love and respect. On Christ-
mas Eve, we discovered that the candles burned with a different, gentler light and the hymns
were sung with deep joy without the pipe organ and overflow crowds. The story of the humble
baby in a less-than-magnificent setting was infused with new meaning.

It is our intention to work with the surrounding congregations to create a greater community
of faith. The hallmarks of the community will be inter-generational sharing, study, and mission
outreach. Always there will be an active interest in the needs of the surrounding communities.
The story of the destruction of the Temple in 60 AD and the upheaval and Diaspora that followed
is very meaningful to us. Some of our number still long for our own Jerusalem, and yet we also
are enlivened by God’s call to move outward with the precious burden of the Good News. This
Gospel is our joy and our vision. What forms the vision will take are yet to be seen, but we are
committed to a faithful discernment process to seek God’s unique purpose for our fellowship un-
bounded by traditional expectations.

We are here to offer you a unique opportunity to reclaim the missionary tradition of the
Presbyterian Church by sponsoring missionaries.
