            Those who have difficulties, either permanent or temporary, will have plenty of spaces near the two 
doors to Fellowship Hall which are our accessible entries with no steps. Those who are able to walk more 
easily may park in either the Main Street lot or the Old School House lot. For many years the funeral home 
and our church have shared our parking lots. This has worked well to increase parking lot spaces for eve-
ryone. 
 
            We would like to offer “valet parking” for those who may need extra help if volunteers are willing in 
order to make church attendance as accessible as possible for all our members and visitors in all kinds of 
weather. If you are willing to volunteer, please tell Rev. CjE.  

CHAPEL ROOF FUND OPENED 
 
            The Property Committee has led the Session in considering the need for a new roof on our Chapel. 
The original slates have deteriorated and there is no insulation under them. The roof leaks significantly.

Finally, in addition to our larger planned 
gifts, we will encourage all of our members to bring their pockets full of change on Sunday mornings. All 
the loose change in the offering plates will be designated for the Chapel Roof Fund. Please plan to be a 
supporter!

They 
were very appreciative and were overwhelmed by everyone’s generosity. 
 

            Our second project was to finish building and painting a deck for Henry, an 82-year old veteran of 
World War II.  He came from a family of 16 children living in a two-bedroom house and didn’t sleep in a 
bed until he joined the army at age 18.  He had many stories to tell and enjoyed showing us much of his 
memorabilia collected over the years — especially his rifle with bayonet attached which he was able to 
ship home after the war.  A team from CA was going to take over where our team left off. 
 

            Thanks to the church, the Deacons, Taters ‘N Talents and all of you who provided gift cards. 
 

            After dinner each evening, we had devotions and a time of sharing the experiences of the day.  You 
think about your own home and are reminded again of how you have been truly blessed.

Most are earning $15,000-$25,000 a year:  $7-$12 an hour.  Often, they have children who aspire to a bet-
ter life — for whom a decent home can make a world of difference.  
 
            Families are chosen to partner with Habitat based on their need for affordable housing, their ability 
to repay a 0% Habitat mortgage, their willingness to contribute at least 350 hours of “sweat equity” and 
their commitment to meeting our savings and learning requirements. 
 
            When you invest in Washington County Habitat, you are not only supporting our mission to con-
struct basic, affordable homes, but also investing in the strengthening of our community: 
 
            — by significantly increasing the county’s tax base; 
            — by fostering reinvestment in our community; 
            — by building future community leaders; and 
            — by growing relationships and developing a strong sense of community. 
 
            We say invest  because Habitat is not a charity!   The completed house is sold to the family and 
monthly mortgage payments are recycled into the building of more Habitat homes.  20 years from now, 
your contribution will still be working hard, building neighborhoods and changing lives!
