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Immokalee, Florida Mission Trip

A group of us from five different churches ventured out to
Immokalee, Florida on April 17 and 18 for a week long mission
trip. Four drove down in two pick up trucks, one hauling tools and
luggage and the other hauling food and water. The drive was
about 1,195 miles one way that started on Saturday the 17th and
arrived Sunday afternoon. The rest of the group flew down on
Sunday. The group consisted of about 28 people ranging in age
from 14 to 77, 12 members of this group were under 18 years of
age.

Monday morning we broke up into three different work groups. The first group worked on
Ms. Gwen’s home. She had been out of her house since last November due to some medical
problems. Her husband had passed away last April and she was unable to make the necessary
repairs to make the house livable. The house had been started with some repairs from a previ-
ous mission group so they had asked us to try and finish the house. The floors were very soft and
hard to walk on. We had to tear out most of the floor boards and replace them. While we had the
floor boards removed we found that some of the floor joists were bad also. We repaired the joists
and jacked the house back up to level. The group patched and repainted the walls in the house.
Chuck Y. redid the bathroom, replacing the tub and surround, toilet and sink. We started to re-
floor the house; the kitchen had new laminate put down and the dining room was carpeted. The
living room carpet was cut, seamed and ready to be stretched. The bedroom carpet was ready to
be seamed and stretched. Tack strip and padding was installed in the remaining rooms. Ms.
Gwen was brought by to see the progress that had been made on her house. She was extremely
happy to see that she would be able to move back into her home very shortly and that if only her
husband was alive to see the house. She also made the comment that we were the answer to
her prayers!

The second group went to work at the place where we stayed. It was two homes on a
small farm that was recently purchased and was being converted into a retreat center for the local
churches and for use by the mission groups coming to help in the area. The majority of the rooms
had been made into sleeping quarters with multiple bunk beds in each. Between the two houses
they could sleep about 140 people, but only had seven bathrooms with single showers. To rem-
edy the shower and toilet problem, they were converting a horse barn into a bath house. They

were taking the old horse stalls and dividing them into shower and toilet stalls. That group was
hanging sheet rock on the ceilings, dura rock on some of the walls, running plumbing and electri-
cal. They worked closely with some of the church volunteers who spoke Spanish with very little
English. A lot of the communication was like playing charades. Some of the teenagers who had
taken Spanish in school were a great help in translating. Pastor Frank from a church in Immoka-
lee said that this group had moved the project up by at least 3 months and that their help was the
help that he had prayed for.

The third group of 4 teenagers was working with the lhope group. The Ihope group had re-
ceived a lot of donations from Home Depot stores in the area. The group went to the different lo-
cations and loaded box trucks with the donations. They brought the donations back and unloaded
them in different storage locations. This group was also tasked with helping deliver supplies to
the job locations. They were a real big help and extremely good workers!

The group was well fed due to the donations that were received. Most of the dinner meals
were donated: meatloaf one night, ham, chicken and stuffed peppers with the vegetables to go
with them. The lunch meals were also donated: peanut butter, jelly, fruit, chips, cookies and
bread. Due to all the donations, the group cost per person to eat for the week was only $30.00.

We would like to thank the churches and their members for the generous donations for this
trip; the fish fry people from Upper Ten Mile Church, the Session and Deacons from First UP
Church of Houston, Danny’s Catering and Restaurant of Meadow Lands, Shannon Hines and her
church, Pat Nagy, John and Karen Jones and all who supported us with prayer.
