The care they provided to you in your early weeks and years
helped to shape your personality and your abilities. The love they gave to you will
have taught you about the great love God has for you. These early lessons are
absorbed with great emotional power and continue to shape our lives for good or
ill while we, in turn, shape the lives of those nearest us as we live out of these pri-
mary attitudes.

The way our own parents respected their parents will be formative for us.
The manners our parents lived by in their relationships with each other as hus-
band and wife, father and mother, mold us before we are ever aware and more
deeply, more permanently, than we can imagine. Whether their parents were pre-
sent or absent, the way they were remembered was still important. It follows that
the way we respect our parents will be equally as formative for our children and
the children we influence.

The blessing promised in this commandme

you and your children, and for the whole of human s ociety. The way you treat
your parents is probably the way you will be treated by your children.
