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CONFIRMATION SUNDAY IS
MAY 23, 2010

This year has been busy and exciting for our
Confirmation Class. In January we invited friends
and participated in World Vision’s 30 Hour Famine.
March included invitations to participate in special
Holy Week Events like the Cross Walk, Maundy
Thursday, Good Friday, and the “Journey to the
Cross” on the Saturday before Easter. After Easter
and Passover, we visited the Beth Israel Synagogue
in Washington and Our Lady of the Miraculous
Medal in Meadowlands to learn how the worship
services are different and alike. Rabbi Novitsky and
Father O’'Shea and their congregations were very
hospitable and spent a lot of time explaining their
worship services to us. Understanding and experi-
ence can help us build healthy relationships even
while we are aware of the issues. We can be proud
of our Presbyterian heritage. In April Ben Wallace
was our guest speaker about archaeology in the
Holy Land. We tried our hand at excavating in our
own “site boxes”. We toured the Bible Lands Mu-
seum at Pittsburgh Theological Seminary and Dr.
Bowden-Cooper taught us a lot about the archeo-
logical discoveries that have shed light on biblical
history the meaning of bible stories. We learned
about the development of writing and writing materi-
als, and did some transliterations from Hebrew and
Greek to English. We handled and examined arti-
facts that were 2,000 to 3,000 years old!

Now we are approaching the Pentecost Cele-
bration. On the first Christian Pentecost, according
to Acts, over 3,000 new believers were added to the
church in Jerusalem. The Confirmation students will
be invited to make their decisions about becoming
active members of the Church of Jesus Christ and
our First United Presbyterian Church Congregation.
They will meet with the Elders of the Session and
share what they have learned and talk over their de-
cisions. You will meet them on Sunday, May 23 in
worship and you are invited to come to Fellowship
Hall and greet them at the reception in their honor.
There will be lunch and Holy Spirit activities for all
ages.
