AN INVITATION TO ADULTS CONSIDERING  
CHURCH MEMBERSHIP       

 
           A new Membership Class will meet on Monday evenings in October, begin-
ning October 1, from 7:00 until 8:30 PM in the Family Room. We will review the ba-

sics of Christian faith from our Presbyterian perspective. We will look at First UP church by-
laws and organization to find all the ways active members can participate effectively. If you 
are curious about what makes Presbyterians different from other denominations, this would 
be a good discussion for you. You may explore church membership, but you are not commit-
ted by attending the class. Please, call Rev. CjE to notify her of your interest and leave an 
emergency phone number in case any changes need to be made. 
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           Congregations that approach stewardship from a biblical perspective do not view the 
money members give to their church only as a way to pay the bills.  Rather, congregations 
believe their monetary contributions are a way to help people grow spiritually by supporting 
their church’s ministries and missions. 

 
           Our Session has again chosen to use the Consecration Sunday Stewardship Program 
as a way to teach the biblical and spiritual principles of generous giving by emphasizing edu-
cation this year.  We have used this program quite successfully in the past few years and be-
lieve that, with a few surprises, we can keep the process fresh and new. 
 
           New Consecration Sunday is based on the philosophy of the need of the giver to give  
for his or her own spiritual growth, rather than the need of the church to receive.  Instead of 
treating people like members who should pay dues to remain in good standing, we treat peo-
ple as followers of Jesus Christ who want to give as an act of discipleship. 
 
           There will be speakers on the three Sundays leading up to Consecration Sunday.  Dif-
ferent perspectives on stewardship and discipleship will be presented.  Be sure to come and 
listen to them all. The program’s guest leader will speak on November 18 and we will ask our 
member to make their financial commitments for 2008.  These commitments will encompass 
the church’s missionary, benevolent, and educational ministries in this community and around 
the world as well as the basic operating fund. 
 
           We encourage all members to participate by completing a pledge card during morning 
worship.  This year the card will have a new look.  Instead of the usual limited possibilities for 
your offerings, there will be itemized, labeled lines for  the designated fund, specific amount 
and the frequency of giving.  For example, there will be a line for the building fund, the Dea-
cons, the parking lot fund, etc. in addition the general offering for the daily operation of the 
church.  There will be options for intervals of giving, such as weekly, monthly or by the quar-
ter.  This type of card will more useful than the generic card used in the past to the member 
and to the committees that are involved in budget preparation. 
 
           Members who are opposed to completing a card are also encouraged to attend morn-
ing worship on November 18..  The process is completed in such a way that no one should 
feel uncomfortable if they decide not to fill out the pledge card. We will do no home solicitation 
asking people to complete cards. 
 
           And remember, there will be a delicious catered luncheon served immediately after 
worship in Fellowship Hall!! Reservations are needed for the luncheon but there is no cost to 
the individual member. What a great opportunity to spend time with each other and participate 
in the spiritual growth of our congregation.

FIRST UP CHURCH IS A BUSY PLACE THIS SUMMER! 
A REPORT FROM THE PROPERTY COMMITTEE 

 
           Over the past few months we have made significant repairs and up-
dates to our church properties.  We recently completed the long overdue re-
placement of the leaking flat roof over Fellowship Hall.  The Fellowship Hall 
roof replacement project cost approximately $17,000 and was completed 
utilizing a fireproof and tear proof membrane product that was custom con-
structed off site for our specific roof dimensions by the manufacturer 
“Duralast”.  This product comes with the manufacturer’s non-prorated 15-year all-inclusive 
warranty against tears and water leakage. Prescott Roofing and Construction Company of 
Carnegie, a roof contractor specializing in these types of roof replacements, completed the in-
stallation in August and the manufacturer is visiting our church this week to inspect the instal-
lation and issue the warranty.   

 
           Prescott Roofing will also be completing box gutter repairs at the manse 
and the church in the next few days.  This will complete our projected roof repairs 
for 2007.  We have also pursued estimates on the replacement of the Chapel Roof 
in the very near future.  This roof continues to leak do to missing and damaged 
slate.  We are considering a great looking 50-year product that looks exactly like 

slate when installed.  Over the course of the winter and at the annual meeting we will discuss 
the Chapel Roof in greater detail. 
 
           As you may already know, we recently had both of our parking lots sealed and relined.  
This $3,900 project had to be completed at this time to maintain the significant investment we 
made when we resurfaced these lots a couple of summers ago. There is very encouraging 
news from the Treasurer regarding the Parking Lot Fund. Only $4,200 remains to be donated 
to complete the repayment of our investment funds. 
 
            We also reviewed and made changes to our handicapped parking areas 
to be more in line with the guidelines set forth by the ADA.  We are required to 
have a minimum of four handicapped parking spaces when attendance aver-
ages between 100 and 200.  Since our attendance at times may exceed 200 
we thought it appropriate to include an additional space so that we would have 
a total of 5. Each space is supposed to be a minimum of twelve feet wide, 
which allows the proper space to safely exit and enter the vehicle from the driver’s side and 
the passenger’s side.  It doesn’t properly serve the purpose if we provide a standard parking 
space for the handicapped or physically disabled and they cannot easily and safely exit their 
vehicle.  So we increased the size of the three remaining handicapped parking spaces to the 
rear of Fellowship Hall and made the two spaces by the recycle dumpster which is a handi-
capped van accessible parking area.  Two eight feet wide spaces separated by a four foot 
wide center aisle may be used as an acceptable alternative to the twelve foot wide recom-
mended width.  The Visitor  Parking spaces were moved to the outer edge of the lot where 
they should be more visible to welcome folks entering the lot for the first time. We would also 
like to encourage our members to appropriately utilize the Main Street parking lot on Sundays

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whenever possible to free up the parking spaces in the Grant Street parking lot for those 
members who may require a less physically challenging entrance to the church. 
 
 
           All of these improvements over the summer require funding.  It is very important to 
make or continue your contributions to the Buildings and Properties Fund (pink envelopes) so 
that we can maintain the church in a safe and timely manner.  We will allocate some of the 
operating surplus attained in prior years to these needed and worthy projects but we need 
your continued support of Operating Fund (white envelopes), along with the Buildings and 
Properties Fund and the Parking Lots Fund to keep from falling behind in our responsibility as 
stewards of our church.

Many women now serve in various leader-
ship positions in our congregation and, perhaps, a solely women’s group is no longer a desired 
option for them.  The elimination of this official connection will not affect our two active Ruth and 
Rebekah Circles.  These circles will continue to meet on a monthly basis, independently, as they 
have in the past.  Two of our most successful programs, the Women’s Retreat and the Mother-
Daughter Banquet, will continue to be held under the direction of our church’s Nurturing Commit-
tee.   Our church has been tremendously blessed by the good works of many women in the past 
and we thank God for them and for those who now serve the church in so many capacities.   
 
           In March of 2004, Presbyterian Women was privileged to receive a generous gift from the 
trust of Jane H. Welch, a former dedicated member of our congregation and an active member of 
the Ora Haft Missionary Society.  Her wish was that this monetary gift be used to support mission 
work. When this gift was received, guidelines were established to ensure that her wish be carried 
out indicating that the money would be distributed over a ten-year period.  However, with the dis-
solving of Presbyterian Women, the guidelines were amended to distribute the remaining balance 
of the gift at this time.
